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Southam Parish Council would like your views on how best to spend £19,063 we have received under the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL).
Where does the money come from?
The developers of new residential properties have been required to contribute towards new infrastructure in the borough. Some of this money (15%) is then passed onto the relevant parish council.
How can CIL money be spent?
We may only spend this CIL money on our infrastructure, which is broken down into three categories - Physical, Social and Green Infrastructure. We may not spend it on projects that should be funded by other authorities, e.g. we cannot repair potholes, roads and pavements as these are Highways responsibility.
We would like you to tell us what you think Southam Parish Council’s CIL money should be spent on by completing a very quick and easy questionnaire (see pages 3 and 4).
We will not have enough money to do everything, therefore we are asking you to select the four most important areas you believe we need to focus on and share your reasons why. The list is not exhaustive, if you have other suggestions then please include these at the bottom of the questionnaire.
Please consult everyone in your household before completing and returning the questionnaire as we are keen to capture the views of all ages and abilities.

What happens next?
Once the results are collated we will share details with you via our mailing list, website and social media. Southam Parish Council will review all responses and decide how the CIL money can best be spent to benefit the local infrastructure. The decision will be on the agenda of a future parish council meeting and the date will be circulated in advance.
